  TOURNAMENT RULES
Game Rules

Length of Round-Robin Games:  All round-robin games will consist of a 60 minute game (2 x 30 minute halves) with a 3 minute half-time break.  Teams MUST be ready to play immediately after the previous game finishes.  The referee will allow enough time for a team to set up their bench before calling captains.  Therefore, a team warm-up should be done off the field while the preceding game is occurring.

Substitutions:  Teams are allowed unlimited substitutions.  However, a team can only make substitution in the following instances:

· any goal

· any goal kick

· player injury (only for the injured player)

· own throw-in 

· the opposing teams throw-in only if the opposing team makes a substitution 

Equipment: 

· NO jewellery can be worn.  You CANNOT cover up jewellery with tape.  Referees will remove players from the field.
· NO headgear can be worn (soft ‘scrunchies’ are permitted).    

· Shin pads must  be worn

· Outdoor cleats are highly recommended.

· Any orthotic brace or support must be covered to the referee’s satisfaction.
· Teams are responsible for leaving the change room in its original clean condition and will be held accountable for any lack of cleanliness or damage caused.  Any issues with the dressing rooms can jeopardise your schools opportunity to participate in future tournaments

Length of Play-off Games: all playoff games will be 60 minutes (2 x 30 minute halves) with a 3 minute half-time break.  

If there is a tie at the end of regulation time, the following Overtime Procedure will be followed:

-     no break in between the 2nd half and overtime

· 1 x 10 minute “Golden Goal” overtime 

· Teams will remain on the same side of the field as they were on in the 2nd half

· referee will call captains to decide only for ball

If a tie still exists at the end of the Golden Goal overtime, the Penalty Kick Procedure will be implemented:

· 3-player penalty kick system

· ‘Visitor’ team kicks 1st
· Once a player has kicked, he must stay at the side of the field next to lines referee.

· If still tied after 3 players, an alternating 1-player penalty kick system will be used.
· A team must go through every player on the game sheet (including goalies) before the 1st player gets to kick again.
Championship Game:

The length of this game will be 80 minutes (2 x 40 minutes), with a 5 minute half-time break.  

If there is a tie at the end of regulation time, the following Overtime Procedure will be followed:

-    no break in between the 2nd half and overtime

-
2 x 10 minute “Golden Goal” overtime, with a 3 minute break after the 1st overtime half.

· Teams will remain on the same side of the field as they were on in the 2nd half

· referee will call captains to decide only for ball

If a tie still exists at the end of the Golden Goal overtime, the Penalty Kick Procedure will be implemented:

· 5-player penalty kick system

· Visitor team kicks 1st
· Once a player has kicked, he must stay at the side of the field next to lines referee.

· If still tied after 5 players, a 1-player penalty kick system will be used

· A team must go through every player on the game sheet (including goalies) before the 1st player gets to kick again

General Rules

Team Rosters:  The maximum number of dressed players is 18 (including goalies), but a team can submit a roster of up to 20.  Players shall not have attained their 19th bitrthday by January 1st prior to the start of the school year. (ie. Born 1989 or later).  Only names that are on the roster are allowed to be in the bench area.

Points: 
Win = 3 points



Tie = 1 point



Loss = 0 points

Scores:  A maximum of a 4 goal differential will be recorded for the ratio calculation.

  (i.e. A score of 7 – 1 will be recorded as 5 – 1).

Uniform:  teams are required to supply their own matching uniforms.  In the event of conflicting colours, pinnies will be provided for the home team.  Teams are encouraged to bring a second set of jerseys.

Tie Breakers:  Ties in round-robin standing will be broken using the following procedure:

2-way tie: 



1. Head to head

2. Goals against/for ratio (Goals against / Goals for+Goals Against) - smallest ratio wins

5. Coin toss


3-way tie: 



1. Best record among the 3 tied teams

Discipline:

· 3 yellow cards in round robin = 1 game suspension

· 2 yellow cards in one game = remainder of game

· Straight red card (no yellows) = minimum 1 game suspension (tournament convenor will decide if further discipline will be needed)

· Red card for violent conduct = expulsion from tournament

· 2 red cards = expulsion from tournament

· Previous yellow cards are eliminated at the beginning of the playoff round 

· Any major incidences ON or OFF the field will be dealt with by tournament convenor

Default: If any team is not ready to play within 5 minutes after the previous game is over, the team will lose by default.  The score will be recorded as 1 – 0.
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
