( PEDs)  On  Sch oo l  Pr op er t y  

As part of our efforts to promote and maintain a 
positive Catholic climate in our schools, the 
board adheres to a policy regarding Personal 
Electronic Devices (PEDs) on school property.

must be kept out of sight,

The large numerous parents and caregivers who 
park in the drive through lanes at the front of the 
school have created a safety problem. We highly 
encourage parents and caregivers to access legal 
parking on Rosehurst Drive when dropping off 
children or lunches.  Another alternative is to 
take advantage of the warm weather and walk to 
and from school or send a lunch in with your 
child as an alternative to dropping one off.  With 
your patience, care and consideration, we can 
make arrival and departure from school much 
safer.  In the near future parking enforcement 
will be on hand to ensure that all follow safe 
driving guidelines by keeping these emergency 
and bus lanes clear of vehicles.  Please set a 
good example for your children by following all 
traffic bylaws.

Please review the following Safe School 
Procedures to help us provide a safe learning 
environment for your children: 
1.  The school day begins at 8:30 am.  

Supervision begins at 8:15 am.  Children 
should NOT be on school grounds earlier 
than 8:15 am. 

2. If early dismissal is needed, 
parents/guardians are asked to pick up 
children at the main office and sign them 
out.   

3. If students are arriving late due to an 
appointment etcÉt hey MUST sign in at the 
office and acquire an admit slip. 

4. All absences must be called in to the 
schoolÕs 24 hour attendance line (905) 785-
9298 ext 1. 

5. All parents and visitors must sign in at the 
office and attain a visitorÕs pass.  Please 
wait in the office for school personnel to 
meet you.  All school volunteers have a 
volunteer identification badge that must be 
worn in the building. 

6. Parents must never park in the driveway of 
the school.  Please use available parking 
spots rather than the lanes currently used 
for buses or Kiss and Ride.    

7. Safety firstÉ within the neighborhood. 
Please be a good neighbor by adhering to 
the speed limit within the neighborhood 
and by being extra attentive to our students 
as they travel to and from school.   

An g er  Man ag em en t  
Why do kids get angry? Anger is a completely 
normal human feeling Ð even for young people.  
Kids experience the wide range of feelings that 
adults feel, including anger.  All of these 
emotions are healthy if they are managed in a 
positive way.   
What happens when anger is not managed well? 
When anger is not managed well, it can build up 
inside a person.  This can lead to health 
problems such as depression or may result in 
angry outbursts.  Parents may see their children 
having problems with school work, 
relationships, self-esteem, and coping skills.  
Tips for parents:   
¥ Teach your child to recognize all feelings 

including anger; encourage your child to 
label their angry feelings. 

¥ Model a good example; express your anger 
in a direct, non-aggressive way. 

¥ Encourage your child to talk about their 
feelings to you or anyone they trust. 

¥ Talk with your child about why they feel 
angry.  Sometimes the reasons may not be 
obvious. 

¥ Encourage regular physical activity to help 
reduce stress.  Stressed children cannot cope 
with their anger positively. 

¥ Help your child to see the humour  in 
situations.  It is better to laugh at situations 
than to act out in anger.  If your childÕs 
anger problems are serious, consult your 
family doctor or call Peel Health Line. 

 



 

 

EQAO ASSESSMENTS 
The grade three and six students of St. Albert of 
Jerusalem continue to prepare for the EQAO 
assessment of reading, writing, and mathematics.  
The grade three students will write the tests the 
week of May 31st  to June 4th,  , 2010.  The grade 
six students will write their test during the week of 
June 7th to June 11th, 2010. The results of the test 
will be received in the fall of 2010. How to 
prepare your child for the test? It is very 
important that you take the time to talk to your 
child and help reduce the anxiety related to any 
type of testing situation.  You should also be sure 
that your child has enough sleep, eats a nutritious 
breakfast and is well hydrated.  It is important that 
if your child is in grade three or six that they be in 
full attendance during the assessment. 
 
 
 
 
GRADE 7  AND 8  SUMMER SCHOOL 
Summer school is available to grade seven and 
eight students, as recommended by the Principal.  
Summer school will be held for remedial literacy, 
numeracy, and ESL.  There is no cost for this 
program. Classes run from July 5 to July 23, 2010 
.The deadline for applications is May 28th, 2010. 
Classes are being held at St. Faustina.  Further 
summer school information is available through 
your childÕs teacher.

SCHOOL ORGANI ZATI ON FOR 
SEPTEMBER 2 0 1 0  
The staff at St. Albert of Jerusalem will meet over 
the next few weeks to discuss class placements for 
September 2010.  When determining placement, 
some of the criteria we consider are: academic 
ability, individual work habits, study skills, 
maturity, date of birth, social factors and 
placement history. A balance of gender, ability, 
and behavioral needs is strived for within the 
enrollment of each class. Since you know your 
child best, we always appreciate your input 
concerning any special needs your child may have.  
With this in mind, we ask that if you have 
feedback for us, please provide it to us in writing. 
Your written feedback should be provided to the 
Principal by Friday, May 18, 2010.  In your letter 
please include your childÕs strengths, needs and a 
description of their learning style and any other 
tangibles that you feel are pertinent, including the 
type of learning environment that would provide 
your child with the most success.  Please do not 
make specific requests for a teacher as current 
and tentative assignments may change between 
now and September. When staff  meet they will 
take into consideration the overall needs of the 
students in relation to the make-up of the class.  
They will also take into consideration any parental 
feedback they have received.  It is not always 
possible, given the variables that go into devising 
a class, to accommodate all parental requests.  
Wherever possible we will meet requests, but the 
final decision rests with the Principal and teaching 
staff.
