The chosen applicant is expected to attend the UTPA Award
Ceremony in the Spring of 2010, at which time the successful applicant will be
announced. Although the scholarship will be presented at this time, funds will be
awarded to the student only once the scholarship committee has received
written confirmation of enrolment at the University of Toronto.

Please note that if any member of the Applicant Selection Board is acquainted
with an applicant, the member will withdraw him or herself from the interview, the
remaining board members will score the applicant, and the point system adjusted
appropriately.
