	4.  Principal’s Report

(Tim Lariviere)
	· H1N1 is in our community and likely in all schools

· Peel Health encourages people at risk to get vaccinated, to stay home if they have flu-like symptoms.  They are no longer testing people for H1N1.  

· Divulging names of individuals with H1N1 is a breach of privacy and cannot be done

· Common surfaces, door handles are sanitized regularly by custodial staff

· Hand sanitizers and soap dispensers have been and continue to be installed  

· School board takes direction from Peel Health

· Community is directed to get information from websites

· Reminder that hand sanitizers need to be 90% in order to be effective

· Bill 157 Victim’s Rights Amendment: as of February 1st,, 2009 the school is permitted to disclose the consequences given to an offender and limited information about the victim

·  Transportation issue of Integrated Ridership:. This could be problematic for a variety of reasons. Parents may voice their opinions if they object to the concept of public/separate schools sharing buses.  A pilot will be conducted. 

· Homework Help is being piloted through the board website. 

· Interview Night: 3-5 p.m. and 6-8 p.m. Carousel format ~ all interviews will be conducted in Cafeteria. Teachers are asked to accommodate parent requests ~ alternate times may be required. 	· Literacy Training: teachers have been trained and are identifying students who need extra literacy support.  The 2-hour first block helps implement this. Writing Teams for cross-curricular literacy activities are in place. All of this will help prepare students for the EQAO Grade 10 Literacy Test.

· Take-Your-Kid-To-Work Day: students who come to school November 4th will be involved in helping prepare for the school blessing.

· Planning for Independence Program will run as per usual on November 4th. 

· Halloween Dance was a success.  Cost of police officers resulted in a net loss of funds.  Kudos to the Student Council for great set-up and clean-up.  School dances are a reflection of a positive school community.  Kudos to Ambrozic! (
· Grade 8 Information Night December 1st: Grade 8s will do paper registration but present Grade 9s are piloting on-line registration. CA staff will be visiting feeder schools December 1-4th.  Registration protocol between Peel and DPCDSB has a sharing-of-information policy; however boards are not permitted to give registration presentations in each other’s schools.

· Santa Claus Parade Evening of November 21st:  Students are asked to wear their spirit wear, school band, etc. will all participate.  Come out and enjoy!

	· October 15th CCCSC was hosted at Cardinal Ambrozic

· Wonderful hospitality; prefects were terrific ambassadors

· Board dignitaries, Trustees, etc. were in attendance

· After liturgy, groups broke into Families of Schools

· Alex Tucciarone, Superintendent, and Joyce Anderson, Trustee, brought updates from the board (SPED, transportation, full day JK/SK, etc.)  

· Scott reiterated the importance of parent voice in transportation issue of Integrated Ridership 

· Gratitude expressed for the work completed by all of the above

· Huddle Up Program: Scott requested $1000 from the Parents Reaching Out Ministry program.  An email vote had to be taken because of tight timeline; vote reflected support.  Diana Jones, CYW& Lisa Zoffrenari (SST) are the staff leads for this program. Diana spoke about “Be Brave Program”. This is an opportunity for students to have a voice, build leadership skills, etc. This is an anti-bullying program designed to help both the offender and the victim. 10 students will be working with the 2 Argonaut players. Staff selected these students. November 17th will be a group meeting. February 23rd is school assembly.  Gratitude expressed for the grant as it in order that these initiatives can be brought to fruition. The program costs about $800 &  $100 in photocopying, etc. Other programs include: “Speak Out” programs for Girls/Boys Night In will take place in the spring.  Diversity initiatives “Mix It Up” and “Dove” and “Harmony” are integrated into these programs. 

Grant is not officially given until mid-January even though funds will have been spent by this time. Report back must be done by June 2010.  School has to cover costs if funding not granted.

· Accountability will be transparent to school community

· Suggestion for long-term commitment to the plan
