· Period 3 Exam (Day 3, 7) January 27th, 2010

· Period 4 Exam (Day 4, 8) January 28th, 2010

· SNOW DAY: January 29th, 2010 ~ IF busses are cancelled one day, this will be the exam day for the snow day (if there is more than one bus cancellation day, other plans will be in place)
· EXAM REVIEW DAY: February 1st ~ modified day to allow students to pick up and discuss their exam results with teachers
