	9. ARGONAUTS’ HUDDLE UP BULLYING PREVENTION PROGRAM (

	· Jason Colero, Manager, Community Relations of the Toronto Argonauts 

· The Toronto Argonauts Football Club is the first ever professional sports organization to be placed on the Ontario Ministry of Education’s Registry of Programs with its Huddle Up Bullying Prevention Program. 

· The Huddle Up program showcases athletes as leaders in the community to encourage students to work together to solve the bullying problem.  The Argos players empower youth to take proactive measures and prevent bullying in their schools and community. The program has reached almost a quarter-million students and has become one of the most sought-after initiatives of its kind in the GTA.  
· Program started in 2001

· Jason has worked with Barbara Coloroso (her book The Bully, The Bullied, The Bystander and Extraordinary Evil ) who encouraged Jason to share his story

· Program is registered on Ministry of Education website and can be offered at elementary school level (content will be adjusted to suit ages of students)
· Jason works with Cardinal Ambrozic’s B.R.A.V.E. group to empower them to deliver the anti-bullying message

· Program is about awareness, it cannot eradicate bullying

· Bystanders play the biggest role in preventing and stopping bullying

· 85% of bullying is observed by other children

· Peer intervention stops bullying 57% of the time

· Bullying is defined by intentional, repetitive, deliberate attempts to inflict terror on an individual

· Can be verbal, physical, emotional, social, cyber ~ harassment and intimidation , rumours and gossip

· 25% of young Canadians report receiving hateful on-line messages

· Argos representatives must have criminal reference checks, vulnerable sector report, media awareness ~ as sign of respect for school 

· Argos share their personal experiences and stories of their loved ones

·  Summit: gathering of students from various schools for a session of brainstorming, discussion and evaluation.  Students read and analyze articles on how to make a difference, what works and doesn’t

· Argos Cheerleaders also meet with small groups of female students to talk about gossip, psychological battles, threats, physical aggression

· Scott Mills, a police officer with CrimeStoppers works with Jason on this program; website is internetviolenceprevention.com 
· CrimeStoppers 1-800-222-TIPS is a community service run by volunteers, including police volunteers ~ talk, type or text to give an anonymous tip to report crime
· Scott has background in both Peel and downtown Toronto; much work with gangs operating through the internet

· Many youth join gangs because they were bullied; gives sense of belonging

· Scott believes that charging and penalizing these youth is not a solution; prevention is key  

· Facebook is a great tool to link with youth in trouble  ~ adults need to see what’s out there and help prevent 

· Scott shared numerous examples of how being Facebook savvy can help prevent crime from happening
