	Fundraising Plans

· $1290 in C.A.R.E. fund

· decision must be made with regard to the C.A.R.E. fund

· Council wanted to stay true to our plan to support  4 areas (Athletics, Arts, Academics, Faith Formation)
· Limited funds make this difficult

· Plan A: $1290 to go towards House Banners (if these can be tendered through the board)  The purchase of House Banners will allow us to adhere to our plan to have fundraising monies go towards purchases that benefit ALL students
· If Plan A is not accepted by the board, then the council decided that small purchases for each of the aforementioned areas should be completed
· Will need to communicate our decisions and purchases (and the restrictions we faced) to the greater parent population
· Plan B: $200 plus tax for each of Athletic (e.g. football helmet), Arts (e.g. instrument), Academic (e.g. textbooks), Faith Formation (e.g. statue of hands for Peace Garden) 
· Determination of specific purchases for Plan B will be at staff discretion
