	5. EQAO Math 

(Mike Mastragostino, Pat D’Andrea, Claudio Attanasio)
	Overview of EQAO Math

· All year math and science benefits student learning

· Students writing over 2 days (June 7th and 9th )

· EQAO test originated in 1981 to set out standards in Mathematics

· Ministry prescribed, scripts provided for teachers to ensure fairness and equity

· Test composed of multiple choice, open response and open problems

· 15% of summative mark will come from selected sections (4 of 8 O.R. and all multiple choice) from EQAO performance; 15% for CPT and 70% from year’s work

· Strategies were implemented beginning in September; students were given packages of 6 terms of past EQAO tests for practice; EQAO test type questions have been incorporated into math program (tests, assignments) throughout the year; Cardinal Ambrozic also did a mock test (time restrictions, etc.); school website with homework, class notes, etc. 

· Math department logged observations of what worked and what didn’t and this informed their instruction

· Parents can go to www.eqao.com and see past tests, exemplars and assessment samples

· All EQAO questions are drawn directly from the Ministry curriculum being covered in class

· Teachers must abide by EQAO rules; EQAO conducts random audits to encourage compliance with regulations

· Assessment & evaluation by Cardinal Ambrozic and the Ministry

· Cardinal Ambrozic’s staff assessment will be different from the Ministry ~ will assess with greater attention to detail as they know the students

· Ministry expectation that 30% of students should receive Level 3 or 4; sometimes problematic for students in Applied Programs

· Next steps: EQAO provides feedback on specific questions. This helps Math department determine what changes or improvements are needed; also to maintain effective practices.

· EQAO provides results at a school, board and provincial level

· Observations from Math Department: students need to practice more in order to be familiar with types of questions; greater commitment to homework completion; take advantage of homework clubs; “Homework Recovery Club” will be offered in 2010-2011 school year ~ 20 minutes at lunch to catch up with a teacher; possibility of offering parent support to help parents help their kids
