Materials Required

Bring to class everyday:

· 3-ring binder, paper, graph paper, textbook, ruler, eraser

· pencils, scientific calculator, pens, a positive attitude

Textbooks

· Textbooks will be distributed to each student. 

· Do not write in or deface the books in any way. 

· Students are responsible for the replacement cost of lost or damaged books.

Notebooks

· All notes are to be made on lined loose leaf paper and kept in a 3-ring binder in correct order. Include all graphs and handouts. Date each lesson at the top right hand corner.

· All quizzes, assignments and tests should be placed at the end of each unit.

· Keep your notebook well organized, neat and complete as it will be collected and marked sometime during the semester.

· If you are absent, it is your responsibility to catch up on missed notes immediately. Have a classmate pick up any handouts given on the day you are absent.

Classroom Behaviour

· You are expected to be on time to class, in proper uniform before entering the classroom.

· While in class, you are expected to respect other people.

· You are not permitted to eat or drink in class.

· You are not allowed to listen to music in class.

· You are not allowed to leave the class at any time during the class. If you have special permission to leave (sports activity or appointment), show your permission slip to the teacher at the beginning of the period. 

· You are allowed ONE washroom release for the entire semester.

Homework Policy

· The class will get one hour of homework everyday. Approximately thirty minutes of class time will be spent on homework.

· Homework will be corrected at the beginning of class.

· Students will be assessed for homework daily.

· Show all attempts at homework – do not erase or throw away any attempts at homework.

· Check your homework against the answers at the back of the book.

· Place a checkmark beside your answer if it is correct.

· If you are unable to get a correct answer after a few attempts, circle the number. Ask the teacher to take up this question the next day.

· Homework completion means better grades. A previous mark of “C” can become a “B” and a previous mark of “B” can become an “A”.

· If you need additional help in Math please set up an appointment with the teacher before, during or after school for extra remediation.

· If you feel you need a mentor or tutor please inform the teacher and the proper arrangements can be made through Guidance or from another class.

· If your homework is not complete, parents will be notified.
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
