Instrumental Music Preparation Notes

Workshop: The workshop serves as an opportunity for prospective students to learn about Aquinas, its teachers and what will be happening on the audition day itself. 

The bulk of the hour long workshop will be spent doing rhythmic activities on percussion instruments to see how well prospective students can adapt to unfamiliar musical situations. You will have the guidance of experienced Aquinas students who have gone through this exact process before. We encourage all students to play an excerpt of a potential audition piece so feedback can be presented.
During the workshop students will be interviewed by staff with regard to previous experience, commitment to the program and life at Aquinas.

Students should bring: Pen, paper and their instrument (if not the piano or drums).

Audition: The audition will be 10 minutes in length. It is recommended that all students auditioning arrive 20 minutes early so they may warm up in our practice rooms. 
Process: Students should have two contrasting pieces ready to play, but it is quite likely that they will not need to play every note of each piece due to time constraints. The prospective students will be asked to complete rhythmic activities similar to those presented at the workshop, and additional interview questions may be asked. 
Students need to bring: Instrument and music. Copies supplied for the teachers are most appreciated.
