
Getting Started…..

Get the facts….

· You will apply ON-LINE through the Ontario Universities’ Application Centre (OUAC).

· The ON-LINE application fee is $125.00 payable to OUAC. This covers the cost of applying to THREE universities/ programs in Ontario. 
· If you wish to apply to more than three universities/ programs in Ontario, there is an additional fee of $42.00 for EACH additional choice. 
· You cannot apply to more than THREE programs at any one Ontario university. 
· Once your application is processed, you will be able to check it anytime on-line to make sure that all information (including your marks) is accurate. 
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You can revise your choices on-line as long as you meet individual university timelines.

all students will have received an admission response from all universities

June 1
earliest date by which a university may require a response

July 10
semester 2 final marks sent to OUAC by school
July 19
students to check on-line application to verify marks

JULY
students completing summer school are responsible for submitting results to the universities

· Are co-op or work experience opportunities available?

· Where will you live while attending university…can you stay at home, go into residence or live off-campus? 
· What is the total cost? How will you pay for it?

Applying to…





There are over 30 degree-granting institutions in Ontario offering a wide range of programs. The minimum admission requirement for secondary school students is:





( an Ontario Secondary School Diploma including successful completion of the Ontario Secondary School Literacy requirement AND 40 hours of approved community service  


AND


( a minimum of six 4U/4M credits (some universities may require at least four 4U credits)


Each program at each university has specific course prerequisites. Many programs require that applicants meet additional admission requirements such as completion of a supplementary application, interview, portfolio or audition.





It is YOUR responsibility to research the programs at the universities to determine which ones best suit your interests and needs. This brochure will help to get you started.   Good luck!
