4.6 billion years



What is the age of the Earth?



The period represents 87% of 

Earthôs geological time, 

and during this period, 

Earthôs atmosphere began 

to convert from carbon 

dioxide and methane to 

oxygen



What is the Precambrian?



The temperature is about 

4,800OC.  The pressure is over 

3.6 million times the pressure 

at the Earthôs surface.  

Gravity is ZERO.

Wegener proposed this 

theory to explain the shape of 

the Earthôs land masses.



What is 

Continental Drift?



One large land mass



What is Pangaea?



The movement of the 

Earthôs plates by 

convection currents in the 

semi-molten layer of the 

Mantle

Constantly changing due to 

forces such as erosion and 

deposition, this outermost 

layer of the Earth is between 

6 and 100 km thick.
