1. Trip to Guatemala
· During the March break Mr. Bryne and 9 students went to Guatemala

· Committed to do a trip each year – want to go and make a difference

· Activity:  the students picked coffee beans & were paid 10cents for a days work.  The average woman only earns 10cents a day.  They carried water – women go to the water well 2x a day

· 1 out of 3 children die from drinking water that is contaminated.  This organization drills to get fresh drinking water

· It was a life changing experience; they worked with the poor and saw how the poor were happy because they don’t know anything different

· There was an orphanage run by the nuns/Catholic Church- a lady dropped off a 2 week old and the nuns took the baby into the orphanage.  The students keep talking about it!

· Wed. – Vocation day:  12 religious leaders will be at the school

3.  May 11 – 12 March of Life in Ottawa
· 56 students going to Parliament Hill to participate in the March for Sanctimony of Life
