· We have 3 VP’s now:  Mr. De Franco, Ms. Kline, and Ms. Filice has joined our staff 
· Over the summer 4 portables were moved onto the property.  Currently, we are only using 3 of the portables.  There are approximately 1600 students, however, the school was built for 1520 students.

· Able to offer more programs because enough kids to sign up for the classes

· In July summer school was held at St. Marcellinus.  1600 students attended.

· Link Crew – came in before the school year started to plan the grade 9 orientation and to help with it on Sept. 1st.

· On Sept. 8th the Grade 9 pasta/program night took place.  Families were served pasta and they were able to visit the classrooms and tour the school.  It was a great turnout.

· Repairs/improvements to school:

· Vestibule doors were changed to energy saving
· Sonar panels are on the roof

· Stairs were modified
· 4 smart boards were installed in the grade 9 classrooms.

· EQAO – 2 tests given: literacy which students have to pass to graduate and grade 9 mathematics
· Football – The Seniors left for Kingston on Sept. 8th for a football jamboree which was help on Fri.  On Sept. 15th the Jr.’s have their jamboree.  These are mini games where the coaches can see how the kids/team plays in a game setting.  Before the games they say a prayer and ask for guidance.
· The cross country team had  73 kids come out

· The cross country team, girl’s basketball team and football team had camp the week before school started

· There will be a new venue for graduation and the prom this year.

· The athletic banquet was held in May to honour the achievements of the athletes.  The X awards take place in Oct. which recognize the achievements of students involved in nonathletic clubs and teams

· Friday Sept. 16th no school. Teachers will be involved in faith formation which is important to apply to whatever you are doing
