Fire Drills/Lock Down Procedures
We are required to conduct three fire drills in the fall and three in the spring. We are also required to practice two lock down drills during the
 year. Lock down drills involve
 students moving away from the classroom door to a location within the classroom away from windows. Lights are turned off and the doors are locked. These practices are to ensure that students and staff are prepared in case we should need to go into lock down. Lock down would be initiated by police and Board security personnel.

Lent consists of two parts: the first being the forty
days between Ash Wednesday and Passion Sunday
(Palm Sunday). The second part of Lent is the time of Passiontide or Holy week. This year the Liturgical

 Ash Wednesday. What does the word “Lent” mean? Why have we given this name to the time of preparation before Easter? Lent comes from an old word meaning “springtime.” During the spring of the year, daylight increases, trees begin to bud and flowers start to appear.  C as a determining factor for modified recess. We ask that students come dressed appropriately with hats, gloves, mittens etc.  Where possible, please put identification on our child’s belongings. Please note that all students should have 
indoor shoes
 during the winter months so that the classrooms are kept as clean and dry as possible. Thank you in advance for your support and cooperation.
SNOW AND ICE 
Snow is part of our winter life in Canada, providing both frustration and enjoyment. We all like to play in it; however, snow and ice can be very dangerous. In fact, most injuries happen during wintertime. For safety reasons, our school rule must be that snow stays on the ground – no snowball throwing, kicking snow or any other activity with snow or ice that could be harmful, which includes sliding on slopes.
