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Why Study Myths? 

Myths were first stories shared orally in communities to explain anything in the world and beyond, including the beginning of the earth, occurrences in nature, events in history, and predictions for the future.  Every culture has its own set of myths, especially concerning creation, gods, and living a moral life.

Why bother retelling these ancient stories?  Most of them date back to the Bronze Age, centuries before recorded history began.  What can they possibly have to say to children who live in a world of cell phones, the Internet, iPods, and DVDs?

Third, the myths stretch our imagination.  They inspire us to strive for things we can only dream about.  There is a clear connection between Icarus’s wings and Neil Armstrong’s walk on the moon.
