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Mythology Unit Project

This project will bring together all the great knowledge you gained throughout our mythology unit!  There are three parts to this project.  Please read instructions carefully and seek clarification with the teacher if you have any questions.

Before you begin, you must choose a myth from our text.  It must be a myth that we have not studied in class and one that you really enjoy.
Part 1:  The Plot

Create a plot graph for your story.  Your plot graph will need LABELS and EXAMPLES from the story at each of the six points on the graph.  Include a picture or symbol to illustrate the example from your selected myth (one for each point = six in total). Use an 8 ½” x 11” sheet of paper that the teacher gives you.  Be creative, colourful, and original.  (20 marks)
Part 2: Characterization

Focus in on the main character of your story.  We have learned the four ways that authors build characterization:

· physical description of the character
· what the character thinks and feels

· what the character does – actions/behavior

· what others say or feel about the character

Write a meaningful, well-structured paragraph (6-8 sentences) that describes your character from these four perspectives.  Write your rough copy for the teacher to preview and edit and then type up your good copy at home.  Make sure it is a polished and perfect paragraph.  Choose one great quote from your story that helps to support one aspect of your character. (10 marks)
Part 3: Theme Collage

Theme is the message and main idea behind the story.  The author builds theme in several ways throughout a story/myth.  In your myth, what is a theme that appears? What message is the author trying to get across to the reader?  Create a collage that expresses this theme.  You will get an 8 ½” x 11” sheet of paper.  You can incorporate images from computer research, magazine clippings of words, pictures, and symbols that represent your theme.  Somewhere in your collage must be the title of your myth. Be unique.  Be creative. (20 marks)
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
