    map should be coloured and you may include a legend.  Include a written paragraph describing the 

    map and setting.


	2. Setting the Scene: Draw an illustration of an important setting in the novel, as if it was going to be the 
    set of a TV show or movie.  Include all important and necessary details for that setting as it relates to 
    an event in the novel.  Include a written description of the setting you have chosen and its importance 

    in the novel.


	3. Travel Brochure: Create a brochure which would invite tourists to visit the setting of the novel.  

    Include directions to the setting, possible activities for the tourists to participate in, places for them to 

    visit, and even the cost of the trip.  Relate all aspects of the tourist activities to the setting (eg. They 

    would not go swimming in the ocean since there is no ocean in the novel, but they might swim in the 

    river or sleep in Crabbe’s shelter).
