2. Discussion of School Accommodation Alternatives

     Additional Option 2/D

      Beth Bjarnason reviewed the Ministry mandate process with the members.  She then 

      reviewed the preferred options below with the addition of Option2/D.

REVIEW OF PREFERRED OPTIONS

OPTION “A”

Close Mother Mary Ward and send Areas G and H and I to St. Anthony, which could be 
renovated and/or rebuilt with PTR funding.  Area I would be sent to Lester B. Pearson, 
but phased in over time. Existing students in Area I would have the option of going to 
Lester B. Pearson, which can also be renovated and/or rebuilt with PTR funds.


OPTION “B”

Close St. Marguerite Borgeouys and Mother Mary Ward.  Send all students to St. 
Anthony which could be rebuilt with PTR funds and phase out Areas B and I to Lester B. 
Pearson.  Over time, existing students from areas B and I would have the option of 
going to Lester B. Pearson, which can be renovated or rebuilt with PTR funds.

OPTION “C”

Close Mother Mary Ward and St. Anthony.  Send the Mother Mary Ward students to 
Lester B. Pearson and the St. Anthony students to St. Marguerite Borgeouys.  Lester B. 
Pearson and St. Marguerite Borgeouys can be renovated or rebuilt with PTR funds.

OPTION “2/D”

Close St. Anthony and re-build Mother Mary Ward, moving the students to the new 
Mother Mary Ward (renovated/re-built with the PTR funds).


COMMENTS

Beth then reviewed the Ministry Guidelines for the next steps.  At the fourth Public 
Meeting, scheduled for May 28, 2008, the “The ARC Report” will be presented.  
Amendments can be made and then the ARC submits their report to the Director of 
Education.


Staff from the Planning Department will also prepare a report, based on facts.


In September of 2008 there will be two Special Administrative and Finance Committee 
Meetings of the Board scheduled for presentation of the reports.  All community 
members are encouraged to attend.


In November (60 days from the first scheduled September Board Meeting) a Special 
Board Meeting will be held.  At this time the Trustees will vote on a final decision.  This 
decision will not affect the 2008-2009 school year.  

Allison Carbone asked what the recommendations of the Planning Department will be.  
Stephanie Cox advised that Staff is still working on their recommendations and they have 
not been finalized.  Beth Bjarnason indicated that the report from Planning will be made 
available to the committee and the public in late summer, prior to the first Special 
Administrative and Finance Committee Meeting.
