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The aim of this core French program is to provide students with fundamental communication skills in French and an understanding of the nature of the language and its culture. This course emphasizes the concurrent development of oral communication, reading and writing skills. Students enhance their ability to understand and speak French through conversations, discussions and presentations. They will also read short stories and complete related written activities.

        By the end of this course, Students will:
· response to spoken texts and media works by asking and answering questions and identifying the main ideas;

· use complete sentences to produce short oral presentation.

· model ideas and formats from their reading to produce written work and oral presentation; write in a variety of forms
FSF 1D1 - Grade 9 Academic

This course emphasizes the further development of oral communication, reading, and writing skills. Students explore a variety of themes such as describing themselves, creating their own mystery games, finding solutions to problems or exploring the quality of the environment in their community. Thematic readings include a selection of short stories; articles and poems, and serve as a stepping stones to oral and written activities.
By the end of this course, Students will:

· respond to spoken texts and media works by recounting key information and explaining some supporting details.

· use complete sentences in sustained conversations;

· prepare dialogues and create written text, using models from reading selections;

· write short texts, choosing vocabulary to suit the purpose.

FSF 1DA - Grade 9 Advanced   Placement (AP)

The program uses the same program and materials as Academic program with intensive practice at the advanced level in the art of effective expression. Emphasis is on grammatical correctness, extending vocabulary, and development of a French style of writing. Students will expand their ability to understand and speak French through conversations, discussions, dialogues.
       By the end of this course, Students will:

· demonstrate an understanding of spoken text;

· extract detailed information from a range of authentic materials;

· prepare and present an oral narrative using visual cues;

· write paragraphs, using clear introductory sentences, supporting arguments, and a conclusion.
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
