1. What can the URL tell you?

Is it somebody's personal page?

What type of domain does it come from ?  (educational, nonprofit, commercial, government, etc.)

Is it published by an entity that makes sense?
2. Scan the perimeter of the page, looking for answers to these questions:

Who wrote the page?

Is the page dated? Is it current enough?

What are the author's credentials on this subject?
3. Look for indicators of quality information:

Are sources documented with footnotes or links?

If reproduced information (from another source), is it complete, not altered, not fake or forged?

Are there links to other resources on the topic?
4. What do others say?

Who links to the page?

Is the page listed in one or more reputable directories or pages?

What do others say about the author or responsible authoring body?
5. Does it all add up?

Why was the page put on the web?

Might it be ironic? Satire or parody?

Is this as credible and useful as the resources (books, journal articles, etc.) available in print or online through the library?
