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 Macbeth Introductory Scenarios Activity
Read each situation. For each scenario, make notes based on the three prompts below:

a. Reasons or factors that would make you do this. 

b. Reasons or factors that would make you stop and 
    reconsider. 

c. Possible consequences for your negative actions. 

Be prepared to discuss your responses with the class in terms of what you would do when faced with the situation, why you would choose those actions, and the possible repercussions you might face. 

Scenario 1

You are in a shopping mall with a friend and you see a beautiful leather jacket that you would like to own. Your friend suggests that you steal the jacket. You agree and make a move to shoplift. 
Scenario 2

You are an amateur figure skater. You are away in a hotel with three other girls from your local town. All of you are competing for the one spot available on the Nationals Team. You notice one skater constantly has trouble with her skate blade. During the night you get up and sabotage her skates to increase your odds of attaining the one spot on the team. 

Scenario 3

You go to the local movie theatre on your first date. Your date seems a bit shy around you, but you just take it as nerves. You anxiously force yourself on her/him even though he/she repeatedly asks you to stop kissing and touching him/her. 

Scenario 4

All your friends smoke and do drugs but you are committed to stay tobacco and drug free. All your friends respect your choice but one. He/she constantly hassles you about your choice so much that others in the group have started to mimic her/his behaviour. You decide just this once to take a puff of whatever is being shared. 

Scenario 5

You are captain and star of the high school football team, and one of the most popular students in the school. There is another quarterback that is competing for your spot and at times he is somewhat better than you. You know at the next games there will be talent scouts, so you take him out the night before and drink it up at the bar. Only, you make sure that he is drinking twice as much as you so he doesn’t wake up for the 9:00 a.m. game the next day. 

Scenario 6

You are an executive at a large bank who has recently been praised for increasing the number of holders of chequing accounts by 20%. There is an opening for vice president, but your major competition – a man named Jason S. - is a solid and reliable banker who is generally considered to be a man of great personal integrity. You research his past and learn that Jason had a great uncle who was once convicted of embezzlement. You leak this information to the press, who publish the story. A week later you are name the new vice-president. Jason is demoted to a less responsible position.
