· Circle of Friends has been taken over by volunteer’s in Grade 5: groups of students help other younger students with social direction in playground, gaining more friends; hope to expand to more students

· EQA’s for Grades 3 and 6, will take place between May 22 and June 4 (2 hours/day for 3 days)

· June 26 report cards will be sent home

· Talent show to be put on by the Jr. Intermediates (Grades 4-8); date to be determined for month of June

· Extra-curricular activities by teachers in St. Mark has been phenomenal

· End of the year mass to be held at St. Ignatius on June 18 at 10:00 am

· Graduation at La Dome, Oakville taking place on June 26

· We are currently holding a gross balance of $9,867.00, with a projected net profit of $8,300.00 (a couple of pizza days still to pay for)
· Will appropriate $7,000 to school and $500/600 to Volunteer/Teacher Appreciation; small balance to be retained of approximately $800 for next year

1. Sign in front of school – request for $9,500 to $10,000 to cover all costs, permits etc. – DECLINED; put on hold pending further information & investigation
2. Gym improvements re: safety and esthetics – request for painting made to school board – requesting from Council the amount of $5,500.00 to purchase mats for West wall and stage area to comply with regulations – APPROVED (gym equipment to be purchased if any funds remain unused)

3. Spinner (Turnstiles) for Library to hold paperbacks – request for $1,400 to purchase – APPROVED

4. Visible Catholicity Symbols for school – more information to be provided for next year
· In September look to raise funds for purchase of computers and visible catholic symbols
