Stage 1: Identification Criteria

There are 4 factors that identify schools to be
considered:

@ School Enrolment below 250 students;

@ School enrolment is less than 50% of the building
capacity;

@ Long term enrolment indicates continued decline;

@ Long Term Plan indicates there is an excess capacity in
the service area and identifies that pupil place
reductions are required.

Additional factors which may contribute
to a school being part of an
Accommodation Review Area:

@ School may be considered as a ‘receiving
school’;

@ Reorganization by way of a boundary
adjustment;

@ Redirection of a specialty program (i.e.
Extended French, Gifted Program);

@ School is included in geographic boundary.




Mandate of the ARC

@ To present the preferred accommodation options
on behalf of the ARC

@ To gather feedback from the community on the
options presented

@ Work towards selecting a preferred option that is
in the best interest of the students that will be
presented to the Board of Trustees.

@ The Board of Trustees will make the final
decision.
