	MPM1D1 – Grade 9 Principles of Mathematics, Academic
	


COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course enables students to develop an understanding of mathematical concepts related to

algebra, analytic geometry, and measurement and geometry through investigation, the effective

use of technology, and abstract reasoning. Students will investigate relationships, which they

will then generalize as equations of lines, and will determine the connections between different

representations of a linear relation. They will also explore relationships that emerge from the

measurement of three-dimensional figures and two-dimensional shapes. Students will reason

mathematically and communicate their thinking as they solve multi-step problems. Successful completion of this course prepares students for Grade 10, Academic Mathematics (MPM2D1). 
CLASS REQUIREMENTS:

1. Textbook – Principles of Mathematics 9 (McGraw-Hill Ryerson, 2006) (Replacement cost $80)
2. Calculators – a scientific calculator is necessary for everyday use.
3. Materials:
  

a. Students must bring their calculator, notebook with paper, textbook, agenda, pencil, pen, ruler, graph paper and geometry set to each class.
b. Notebooks must be a 3-ring binder with dividers so that handouts can be inserted and assignments removed for marking.
4.  Be aware of all school policies in the student handbook.
