COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course enables students to consolidate their understanding of key mathematical concepts through hands-on activities and to extend their problem-solving experiences in a variety of applications.  Students will solve problems involving proportional reasoning and the trigonometry of right triangles; investigate applications of piecewise linear functions; solve and apply systems of linear equations; and solve problems involving quadratic functions.  The effective use of technology in learning and in solving problems will be a focus of the course.

CLASS REQUIREMENTS:

1. Textbook – Foundations of Mathematics 10 (Replacement cost $80)

2. Calculator – a scientific calculator is necessary everyday

3. Materials:
  

a. Students must bring their calculator, notebook with paper, textbook, pencil, pen, ruler, graph paper and geometry set to each class

b. Notebooks must be a 3-ring binder with dividers so that handouts can be inserted and assignments removed for marking

4. Be aware of specific classroom rules and consequences for this course.(ATTACHED!)

5.  Be aware of all school policies in the student handbook.

TEST POLICY:

Notes :
1.
Test Policy : If a student misses a test legitimately, he/she MUST bring a signed note from a parent or guardian as proof of absence on the day the student returns to class.  Failure to comply will result in a mark of ZERO.

If the absence is only one day, the student will be given the opportunity to write the test the next day.  Failure to comply will result in a mark of ZERO.

SKIPPING a test will automatically result in a mark of ZERO and parent/guardian contact.

Students must inform the teacher at least 2 days in advance if any field trip or school activity conflicts with a test.  Suitable arrangements will be made.

It is crucial that students miss as few classes as possible.  Please make personal appointments so that they do not conflict with class tests.

Final Exam : All students must write the final exam.

Pencil & Paper Work / Notebook :

Homework must be completed on a daily basis (absent or not) as it will be checked frequently.  All assigned questions must be attempted and answers checked each night with the back of the textbook.  Quizzes will be given regularly.

Each student is responsible for maintaining a complete and accurate notebook.

Chapter Problem /Assignments : Assignments handed in late (without permission in advance to do so) will receive a penalty of 5% per day.  Assignments will not be accepted once they have been marked and returned, in which case a mark of ZERO will be assigned.

Copied assignments will receive a mark of ZERO.

Note:
Both the person who copied the assignment and the person who allowed his/her assignment to be copied will receive a mark of zero.

Each unit must follow:


a)  Table of Contents

b)  Lesson Notes & Homework

c)  Review

d) Test and test corrections 

***  All tests must be corrected.  Solutions will be available.  ***

NOTE:
Tests must be corrected on separate pieces of paper (not on the test itself).  When correcting tests, questions must be rewritten with their full solutions (including those questions that lost just one mark for a wrong sign).

Each lesson must follow:
a)  Date and title
b)  Lesson
c)  Homework

The textbook page number and the questions assigned for homework are to be written at the beginning of the actual homework.

7.
Each homework question (including diagrams) is to be copied down except for word problems. 

8.
Each solution is to follow the good form laid out in the examples given in class.

9.
Your answers are to be checked with the answers at the back of the text.  Use a small checkmark to indicate your answer is correct.  If your solution is incorrect, try the question again.

***  All answers should be marked and corrected.  ***

10.
After any absence, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed, get any missing handouts (from the teacher), and do the homework.

It is not possible to remember everything that was covered in the course over the entire semester. Good notes will help you prepare for the examination and also provide you with a quick and easy reference guide in future mathematics courses.

This course enables students to develop mathematical ideas and methods through the exploration of applications, the effective use of technology, and abstract reasoning.

Please be aware that your son/daughter is expected to come to class prepared everyday by having all of the required materials for this course (see course outline).  As well he/she is to complete ALL assignments and homework during the course of any unit. This implies that every question must be ATTEMPTED and answers checked with the back of the textbook every night.   In addition, students must review class lessons regularly. A MINIMUM of 30-45 minutes EVERY evening should be spent on math homework and review. This will ensure that your son or daughter is successful on the subsequent unit test. Occasionally, students finish their homework in the classroom. However, a student is still expected to take their math notebook home and review the course material.

Parents or guardians should ensure that their son/daughter is completing homework and assignments, and preparing for unit tests. EVERY UNIT TEST will be sent home to be signed by a parent or guardian.  Unit tests should occur approximately every 2 weeks – if your child is not bringing tests home regularly for your review, please follow up with him or her.

All students are asked to maintain their textbook in “like new” condition. Lost books have a replacement value of $80. Texts that are returned in less then good condition will be subject to a $20 rebinding fee.

Please read the Course Information carefully with your son/daughter, particularly the Test Policy note  and have them place it in their notebook for future reference.
