CLASSROOM GUIDELINES
1. Students are expected to report to classes with the required materials and equipment.
2. Washroom sign-out-in procedures will be instituted in each classroom.
3. Students shall not chew gum, eat candy or food during class time.
4. Boots, coats, hats, gloves, and gym bags shall always be kept in the designated area.
5. iPods, MP3 players, cell phones, cameras and/or electronic equipment of any kind are not permitted on
school property.
6. When children wear expensive jewelry to school, it will be their responsibility to take care of it. In the
interest of your child’s safety, during the physical education class, it is recommended that no jewelry be
worn..
7. Students are not to leave school property during regular school hours or during lunch hour. A note to
the teacher is required when a child is being picked up for an appointment or being taken out for lunch.
8. Students are to remain seated in their own desks while eating their lunch and must wait in their
classroom to be dismissed by the lunch duty supervisor.
9. Students who remain for lunch at school should arrive at school with their lunches. This will minimize
classroom disruptions.

SCHOOLYARD GUIDELINES
1. Students will line up outside and will enter the school only when a teacher is present.
2. Students will not be permitted in the school during recess unless:

- under the direct supervision of a teacher;

- inthe possession of a washroom pass obtained from the yard duty supervisor;

- instructed by the yard duty supervisory to bring an injured student into the office.
3. Students riding bicycles to school shall walk their bicycles onto and off the property and must lock their
bicycles at the bicycle rack.
4. Roller blades/skates and scooters - students are expected to carry these items on and off school
property.
5. Hard baseballs and/or bats, hickey sticks and lacrosse sticks and any racket sports are not to be played
while on school property unless under the direct supervision of a teacher in a physical education class.
6. Play fighting, wrestling, British bulldog, martial arts and other physically aggressive activities are not
permitted.
7. There will be no snowball throwing or the throwing of snow or ice in any form. During icy conditions and
showy weather, no student will kick another student’s feet out from under him/her.
