	Believe Action Plan: Provide opportunities and resources to support faith formation for students and staff such as, Virtue Recognition, student-led prayers, Masses, liturgies, parish initiatives, Eco Club, Youth Faith Ambassadors.
Foster an understanding that all members of the community are called to address injustices, promoting equity and compassion.
Promote and integrate the Virtues and the Ontario Catholic Graduate Expectations into daily interactions and learning experiences.
Highlight the Catholic Education Week theme, Pilgrims of Hope, throughout the year, with a focus on the Jubilee Year.
Ensure Scripture, Sacraments, and Catholic social teachings are reflected in all staff and students' words and actions via daily announcements, curriculum, and personal interactions.
Liaise with St. Josephine Bakhita Parish to support sacramental preparation for Grade 2 and Grade 7 students. Invite parish participation in school events to strengthen the home-school-parish relationship.
Ensure opportunities for students and staff to live out their faith through initiatives such as prayers, liturgical celebrations, and activities that reflect our Catholic values.
 Encourage staff to use the DPCDSB Program Department SharePoint as a resource to enhance program planning and deliverables.
	Excel Action Plan: Junior Math Plan: Achieve an increase in EQAO math scores through targeted interventions for students performing at Level 2.
Evidence-Based Instructional Strategies include utilizing digital tools and resources such as MathUp, Mathology, Knowledgehook, GameOn, and SharePoint to align curriculum and assessment to inform teaching practices.
Targeted Support includes Implementing multiple intervention programs for students requiring additional support.
Encourage Professional Development to leverage system-level staff to enhance teacher math knowledge as well as increase the use of high-impact instructional practices and core math resources.
Encourage resource accessibility by accessing the DPCDSB Program Department SharePoint for program planning and instructional support.
Primary Literacy Plan: Achieve an increase in EQAO literacy scores through tiered intervention programs.
Implement Comprehensive Literacy Instruction to support effective communication and critical literacy development across the curriculum. Continue to incorporate effective early reading instruction strategies into daily practice.
Tiered Interventions through programs such as Heggerty, UFLI, Sound Walls, Empower Reading, and Lexia,  to support literacy growth.
Continue with data-driven decision-making by collecting and analyzing literacy data (e.g., Acadience, PM Benchmarks, CASI) to inform practice and identify students needing Tier 3 support.
Foster a positive learning environment to encourage persistence and resilience in literacy development.
Provide resource accessibility by guiding staff to use the DPCDSB Program Department SharePoint for program planning and instructional support.
 
	Respect Action Plan: Promote a school-wide environment where all individuals feel welcome, valued, respected, and accepted.
Incorporate inclusive texts, visuals, and perspectives in teaching materials to create a more representative classroom climate.
Ensure positive and regular representation of diverse student identities in their learning environments by disrupting dominant narratives.
Purchase and monitor the use of diverse resources for libraries and classrooms to support identity-affirming learning environments.
Provide opportunities for students to express their perspectives and choices in the classroom and across the school.
Involve students in opportunities to build relationships and resolve conflicts using restorative practices and tools like Virtue Reflection Sheets.
Encourage staff to engage with presentations for their students that highlight student voice, contemporary Indigenous perspectives, and Anti-Racist Education.
Share equity and inclusive education updates, activities, and resources at monthly staff meetings with the support of the Equity Lead and in The Falcon Focus.
Encourage staff to utilize the DPCDSB Equitable and Inclusive Education SharePoint to support the planning and implementation of inclusive practices.
 
	Thrive Action Plan: Foster a safe, faith-filled, equitable, and mentally healthy school environment by emphasizing belonging, acceptance, and kindness for both students and staff.
Implement DPCDSB's Mental Health Strategy and Annual Action Plan (as per PPM 169) to address the well-being needs of the school community.
Collaborate with Peel Health Nurse to promote monthly mental health and well-being initiatives.
Promote student engagement by increasing representation in learning materials, incorporating resources that reflect student identities, and offering greater voice and choice in learning.
Include Digital Citizenship principles in lessons, focusing on cultivating a positive digital footprint for students and staff.
Utilize Itinerant Teachers to provide support for MyBlueprint and Digital Citizenship integration.
Offer opportunities for staff to collaborate, connect, and reflect on best practices to support well-being and mental health across the school.
Integrate CYW classroom lessons, with additional support from other support staff, to provide students with tools and strategies for well-being and anti-bullying.

Encourage family and Trustee participation in school events, community engagement opportunities, and information sessions.
