Fully mobilize the New Language Curriculum grades 1-8 with a focus on foundational knowledge and skills both oral and written language necessary to support complex skills like critical thinking and problem solving at the Junior and Intermediate levels. 
 
Junior and Intermediate Numeracy:
*Focus on Fundamental # Skills and Algebra (patterns, apply a pattern rule to extend a table, breaking down a question, use of real life examples)
(Making lists, working backwards, brainstorming, simplifying, graph/chart, acting out, picture, logic, guess and check, pattern, bell/drill work, intense math facts prior to start of the day). Fold Math into everyday activities. Learn math without knowing you are doing math.(Mathology, Kahoot)
 
*Teaching Cursive Writing. Guided Reading and Writing groups. Large read alouds and basic phonics, grammar punctuation, sentence development. Explicit teaching of reading strategies (inferring, predicting, summarizing). Use of grammar, phonetics & morphology strategies.
